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Middlesex University London was awarded a top 
three place in the Times Higher Education Young 
University rankings 2021, and prides itself on 
representing 165 nationalities. It has delivered 
degree apprenticeships since September 2017, 
starting with 25 learners and growing the offering 
to over 1,400 learners in 2021 across a range 
of different programmes including the Police 
Constable Degree Apprenticeship, Nursing, 
Business, Healthcare and Teaching.

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Dashboards
Middlesex University London  
is in the process of rolling out 
the new interface for employers, 
including the new employer 
dashboard.
